This study examines the contribution of digital learning environments to academic achievement and learning motivation among undergraduate students in higher education. Adopting a quantitative research design, the study was conducted during the 2023–2024 academic year with a sample of 312 undergraduate students enrolled at a public university. Data were collected through validated measurement instruments assessing digital learning environment usage and academic motivation, in conjunction with students’ official end-of-term grade point averages as indicators of academic performance. The data were analyzed using descriptive statistics, Pearson correlation analysis, and multiple regression techniques.
The findings reveal a statistically significant and positive relationship between the effective use of digital learning environments and both academic achievement and learning motivation (p < 0.05). In particular, the interaction, accessibility, and flexibility dimensions of digital learning environments were identified as significant predictors of students’ intrinsic and extrinsic motivation. These results indicate that digitally mediated learning experiences fostering learner engagement, autonomy, and timely feedback are associated with improved educational outcomes. However, the analysis also suggests that excessive or poorly structured digital content exposure may negatively influence students’ attention regulation, emphasizing the need for pedagogical balance in digital learning design.
Overall, the study underscores that the educational effectiveness of digital learning environments depends not merely on technological availability but on their pedagogically informed integration into higher education curricula. The findings contribute empirical evidence to the international literature and offer practical implications for curriculum developers, instructional designers, and policy makers. Future research is encouraged to employ longitudinal and mixed-method approaches to further explore causal mechanisms and contextual factors influencing digital learning effectiveness.
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
